The financial position to the end of September 2021 remained sound thanks in large part to the success of the 2021 Conference where through the support of our sponsors and careful financial management of the conference we made a significant profit last year.  

The total income was $749,374 minus the expenditure of $586,000 giving us a net surplus of $163,000. This was quite a turnaround from the previous year when because of the forced cancellation of the conference our total losses for the year was just under $40,000. 
The total equity at $470,000 means we have recovered from the loss of the previous year and then some which has allowed us to plan for this year’s conference even knowing it was likely we would make a loss again given we have had to go online again. Total bank accounts, cash, and term deposits of $411,000 put us in a sound cash position.

Sundry in the revenue relates to funds we received from EQC in support of the Ivan Skinner award and from QuakeCoRE for the Women Leaders in Engineering award. For those who attended the AGM last year we had a discussion with ENZ about their support. This has decreased the overall costs. Resilient Buildings Project is seen as both revenue and expenditure as it is a NZSEE led project.  All accounts have been audited by Grant Thornton
